TECHNICAL CONTENT

Analysis (no more than 1/3 of the total presentation time)

Student clearly defines the forecast area, accurately and sufficiently analyzes relevant weather structures impacting the forecast area over the past 24 hours, communicates knowledge of relevant physical processes, and comfortably discusses multiple sources of weather data.  The analysis begins with a national perspective of synoptic-scale weather features and then gradually focuses on the features relevant to the chosen forecast area. 

Forecast (no less than 2/3 of the total presentation time)

Student communicates a zero- to 48-hour forecast of maximum and minimum temperatures and accumulated precipitation for the forecast area, including a 2200 UTC forecast of wind speed and direction for the following day.  Student clearly presents the source and reasoning of the final forecast and demonstrates evidence of critical thinking without simply regurgitating model output.
